You are invited to submit abstracts for presentation at the 2009 SRP Workshop.  This year’s workshop includes the Integrated Training Area Management (ITAM) programs and the Range and Training Land Program (RTLP), as well as concurrent workshops for Army Master Gunner, Army Range Safety, National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), and Army Conservation.   The SRP Workshop is a forum for the exchange of scientific technologies, ideas, experiences and lessons learned that relate to the application of sustainable management of military training and testing lands.  The Workshop will include discussions and topics relevant to the overall SRP community, and separate breakouts focused on ITAM and RTLP.  The workshop will include computer based training for SRP automation technologies including Geographic Information System (GIS).  Technical workshops and training for GIS, Land Rehabilitation and Maintenance (LRAM), and Range and Training Land Assessments (RTLA) will be conducted prior to the SRP Workshop (see enclosures for the GIS, LRAM, and RTLA Call for Papers).  The call for NEPA Papers and the Conservation are enclosed.
Presentations will be limited to 30 minutes total:  20-25 minutes for presentation and 5-10 minutes for questions.  Selection of abstracts will focus on relevancy to improve support to the installation training mission. These points of contact will lead the selection process in each of their areas and be responsible for the final list of accepted-for-presentation papers. 
SUBMISSION POLICY: Papers must pertain to technologies, ideas, experiences and lessons learned that relate to the application of sustainable management on military training and testing lands.  This is not an appropriate forum for endorsing commercial products.  Contractors who submit abstracts should ensure that specific brands and proprietary processes are not addressed.  Papers referring to actual projects performed at the installation level using such products are allowed.  It must be understood by all that the mention of commercial products does not mean the government endorses such products.

SUBMISSION PROCEDURES: All abstracts must be submitted through SRPWeb (https://srp.army.mil/).  In order to log into SRPWeb, you must have (1) an Army Knowledge Online (AKO) account and (2) be registered in the SRPWeb Participants database.  Abstracts require an Army installation, ACOM, or ATSC sponsor, and should not exceed 250 words.  The abstract submission deadline is 27 February 2009.  Authors will be notified by 27 March 2009 of abstract acceptance for presentation.  Upon notification of acceptance of papers, authors will be asked to prepare manuscripts and submit all briefing materials NLT 1 June 2009.  All selected manuscripts and briefing materials will be posted on the SRPWeb after the Workshop.

To submit your abstract:
