CALL FOR PAPERS & POSTERS!

SUSTAINABLE RANGE PROGRAM (SRP) GIS DAY
HELD IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE 3rd ANNUAL SRP WORKSHOP

A call for papers for oral and poster presentations from any person that supports the execution of training and testing strategies and missions on U.S. Army ranges and training lands with GIS is hereby issued for the Annual SRP GIS Day held in conjunction with the 3rd Annual SRP Workshop.  SRP GIS Day is a technical information exchange opportunity specifically designed for GIS professionals.  The format of SRP GIS Day will consist of technical presentations, poster displays, hands-on technical computer training, and the SRP GIS Roundtable.
The SRP GIS Roundtable will provide the SRP GIS User Community with an open forum to discuss SRP GIS related issues.  While all SRP GIS related issues will be open for discussion, a portion of the SRP GIS Roundtable will be dedicated to the implementation of the SRP GIS Data Strategy Memorandum from an installation perspective.  All SRP GIS Professionals are strongly encouraged to attend and participate.  Additional details on the SRP GIS Roundtable will be provided in the SRP GIS Roundtable abstract.
TOPICS:

There are a wide range of topics that will be considered; topics to be discussed during technical presentations and/or presented in a poster may include, but are not limited to:

1. Cross-Functional SRP GIS Support:

a. Geospatial data development, analysis, and product creation in support of testing or training missions
b. Status of overall SRP GIS support on installation (annual report briefing)

c. Encroachment analysis and support using GIS

d. Proponent school (armor, infantry, aviation, etc) support using GIS

e. HQDA, region, and installation GIS coordination and management efforts
2. ITAM SRP GIS support:

a. ITAM 5-year plan support

b. LRAM rehabilitation site planning and suitability analysis and mapping support

3. RTLP SRP GIS support:

a. Range Modernization analysis, planning, and mapping support

b. Range Safety / SDZ generation support

4. General SRP GIS lessons learned

GUIDELINES:  Submit all abstracts via the SRP Web, 2009 Workshop, and select “GIS Day” under “Session”
Technical papers:  Presentations of technical papers are limited to 30 minutes total: 20-25 minutes for the presentation and 5-10 minutes for questions.  
Posters:  Posters should include a statement of purpose, the analysis and procedures utilized, and ultimately the maps, graphs, and data output graphics that were used in the creation of a product, service, or tool to support SRP.  Posters will be displayed throughout the week.   It is requested that authors post available days/times that they will be available to answer any questions about their poster.
