HELD IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE 4th ANNUAL SRP WORKSHOP

A Call for Papers is hereby issued for the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) Session at the Sustainable Range Program (SRP) Workshop.  The focus of the session is to identify key issues, disseminate information and provide face-to-face contact with subject matter experts (SMEs) with a direct bearing and effect on Installation and MACOM Live Fire Ranges, Training Land Managers and their staffs, and seeks to help provide solutions for SRP planning and execution.  

This is the 8th Annual NEPA Session held in conjunction with the Department of the Army’s Sustainable Range Program Workshop. Papers referring to actual projects performed at the installation level using such products are allowed.  It must be understood by all that the mention of commercial products does not mean the government endorses such products.
