Army Conservation Workshop, 6 - 10 Jul 09 - Call for Papers
…part of the Sustainable Range Program Workshop 

A Call for Papers is hereby issued for the Army Conservation Session at the Sustainable Range Program (SRP) Workshop.  Topics requested by date follow:
Wednesday (8 Jul).  Focus is on "Conservation Range Support" - presentations of a broader nature about conservation and range or mission management integration and support.  The following topic areas are provided to assist in forming an agenda; abstracts are not limited to these topics:
· Natural or Cultural Resources/ ITAM Integration:  Installation and Command presentations that illustrate the value and results of working together; or include a panel discussion of ITAM and natural/cultural resources managers

· Conservation reimbursable programs - Shaping the Missionscape:  Installation and Command presentations about forestry or agricultural/ grazing programs and their contribution to the mission; includes presentations on innovative utilization of small (previously unmerchantable) forest products (e.g. forest biomass).
· Conservation Compliance and the Mission - Installation and Command presentations that focus on the interface between mission and compliance with National Historic Preservation Act, NAGPRA, ESA, MBTA, Eagle Act, Sikes Act, etc.
· Conservation Planning - Command and installation presentations about Integrated Natural or Cultural Resources Management Planning and integration with the mission

· Innovative Conservation Partnerships - HQDA, Command, installation and others presentations about forward-thinking conservation partnerships in practice, demonstration, or still on the drawing boards; innovative ACUB applications (current and future)

· Range construction - installation presentations on the natural or cultural resources challenges and progress in achieving major construction 

Thursday, (9 Jul).   Focus is narrower - "Natural Resources and Cultural Resources".  This track is designed for presentations on the science and practice of natural/cultural resources management.  It will be a venue for conveying and discussing natural/cultural resources management solutions and challenges with other natural and cultural resources professionals.  The following topic areas are provided to assist in forming an agenda; abstracts are not limited to these topics:
· ACUB/ESA - presentations about the ACUB program and how it may be useful in ESA compliance, T&E related mission enhancement, T&E/ species at risk management/ habitat protection, and National Historic Preservation Act compliance.

· Funding Natural Resources - Command and installation perspectives of innovative funding; HQDA conservation funding model

· Conservation Law Enforcement - Panel to discuss opportunities and law enforcement practices including, but not limited to, game law and Archeological Resources Protection Act; panel volunteers are needed
· Natural Resources - Army policy gaps, MBTA rules and policy, ESA compliance, Eagle Act, planning level surveys, invasive species
· Cultural Resources Policy - Army policy gaps, the new DoDI for CRM, CFO Act

· Summary of Army and SERDP Natural or Cultural Resources Research - ERDC (all three or four labs) and SERDP to summarize the research being done and to present some of the results

· Wetlands - USACE, Command, and installation presentations on the problems and solutions in wetland management and mitigation; include USACE new MOU on permitting and role of the person detailed to ASA(I&E)

· Installation Natural Resources Management - Installation stories on management:  INRMP implementation and updates, planning level surveys, forest management, TES management (RCW, bats, tortoise, etc), biological assessments, eagle management, agricultural outleases, fish and wildlife management, etc. 
· Installation Cultural Resources Management - installation stories on ICRMP implementation and updates, historic property inventory and evaluation, curation, innovative compliance, NAGPRA, ARPA, etc.

· DOD Legacy Program - a panel to discuss and brainstorm significant potential Army proposals for next FY.  Panel members are sought.  New Army guidance will be presented.

 Friday, (10 Jul).   Focus is flexible.  We will be able to offer space for Command Breakouts, sidebar meetings, and other specialty meetings.  Please identify preferences/ideas to the POC.

 GUIDELINES:  Papers relating to any Conservation-related topic will be reviewed.   Presentations of selected papers will be 30 minutes, 20-25 minutes for the presentation plus 5-10 minutes for questions and answers.
