Range and Training Land Assessment (RTLA) Day – 6 July 2009
HELD IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE 3rd ANNUAL SRP WORKSHOP

A call for papers for oral presentations from any person involved in the management of Department of Defense training or testing lands is hereby issued for the Annual SRP RTLA Day held in conjunction with the Third Annual SRP Workshop.   RTLA Day will be held Monday, 6 July 2009, and is the technical information exchange opportunity specifically designed for installation RTLA Coordinators.   The theme is:  “Information Management – Improvement for the Future”.  The format of RTLA Day will consist of program instruction and direction, a panel discussion, and installation presentations.  

GUIDELINES:  Presentations of technical papers are limited to 30 minutes total: 20-25 minutes for the presentation and 5-10 minutes for questions.   Presentations should be geared to RTLA information/data:  management processes, procedures, analysis and reporting, and integration and sharing.   Installations should focus on success stories, lessons learned, and innovations in data and information management.  Topics which can be addressed during SRP RTLA Day include, but are not limited to:

1. Effective Reporting 

2. Timely Analysis 
3. Information/Data Management Do’s and Don’ts 

4. Data Integration and Sharing 

5. Monitoring Project  Management

6.  Communication/Information Flow
SUBMISSION POLICY:  Papers should address RTLA technologies, experiences, ideas, lessons learned, and how they support military training and testing lands.  This is not the forum for endorsing commercial products.   Non-technical RTLA abstracts may be presented in the SRP Workshop general breakout session.   Authors can elect to submit their abstracts for presentation at both the RTLA Day and the SRP Workshop general breakout session.  

Contractors who submit papers should ensure that specific brands and proprietary processes are not addressed.  Papers referring to actual projects performed at the installation level using such products are allowed.   It must be understood by all that the mention of commercial products does not mean the government endorses such products.
